Apple’s announcement of powerful, faster WiFi and
feature-rich iPhone6 and 6Plus, along with pre-
announcement of the AppleWatch will deliver a platform
for Internet of Things applications and services.

The Internet of Things (loT)
requires the following to become
ubiquitous for consumers and
thus meet the astronomical
market projections of vendors
and analysts. These include:

* An open, application
platform

* A high-performance and
flexible input/output device

* Performance and speed
for handling data being
transmitted two-ways

* Big Data analysis for
handling the data coming
in from the loT device and
going back out for
personalization

* Security
* Interoperability
* Consumer pricing.

The three products Apple
announced on 9 September
2014, although not discussed as
such, are well designed to
address major issues in the
nascent loT market.

Although Apple is a closed
system, within its system these
new platforms will interoperate.

Apple pioneered the app store,
and it is primed to continue that
leadership with 0T software that
will be developed for these
powerful platforms.
